· Lined side drains (cast in-situ concrete, approx. 2,000m3) 
· Pipe culverts (approx. 1,200m) 
· Sidewalks with concrete paving blocks (approx. 11,300 m2) 
· Installation of solar-powered street lighting (approx. 10 No. poles) 
· Road furniture. 
· Installation of erosion control and erosion protection works (gabions, stone- 
pitching, and grassing) 
· Provision of road safety campaigns and related training for prospective road users 
· Onsite and offsite environmental and social safeguards management and 
monitoring 
The Construction period will be sixteen (16) months and a Defects Liability Period of Twelve (12) months.

Bidding will be conducted through open national competitive procurement using a Request for Bids (RFB), as specified in the World Bank’s “Procurement Regulations for IPF Borrowers” dated July 1st 2016 revised November 2017, August 2018,November 2020 and September 2023 (“Procurement Regulations”), and is open to all Bidders as defined in the Procurement Regulations.
